
Driving Directions to Lakewood 

Take I-4 West towards Tampa, then I-75 

north to exit #293. Turn right at the top 

of the exit ramp, going back over the 

interstate. Drive 2 miles north toward 

Brooksville on C.R. 41 (not U.S. 41) and 

turn left onto Dan Brown Hill Rd. where 

the "Entering Hernando County" sign is 

posted. Follow the Lakewood signs 2 miles 

to the office.
